INTRODUCCION

En este anuario se presentan reunidos los datos que delinean el perfil (caracteristicas fisicas, demografia, vivienda,
actividad econdmica, industrial, comercial, bancaria, finanzas publicas, servicios, etc.) de las 80 ciudades mas grandes
del pais en 2010. Se acopiaron datos de muy diversas fuentes, algunos inéditos y dificiles de obtener. Se consideraron
las cifras del censo de poblacion del 2010 y del conteo de poblaciéon 2005. Las variables que se escogieron (mas de
noventa por ciudad), son las que se considera que dan una panoramica mas completa de la ciudad y que son mas utiles
para la realizacion de estudios econémicos, de mercado, socioldgicos, de publicidad, de localizacién de empresas, de
factibilidad, etc.

Para esta edicion se sustituyd Cd. Valles, en San Luis Potosi, que creci6 menos de lo esperado, por la zona
metropolitana de Santo Domingo Tehuantepec — Salina Cruz — San Blas Atempa, en Oaxaca.

Para recalcar la importancia de las 80 ciudades o zonas metropolitanas incluidas, basta con mencionar que en ellas esta
el 63 % de la poblacion total del pais y se realizaron mas del 90% de las ventas de automodviles y camiones nuevos.

Las ciudades se presentan por orden alfabético, segun el estado al que pertenecen y al final se dan algunos datos
totalizados para las 80 ciudades y para el pais. En los apéndices se encuentran las principales plantas industriales,
tiendas de autoservicio, comercios, instituciones de educacién superior y hoteles, por ciudad o zona metropolitana.

INTRODUCTION

This yearbook gathers and presents data outlining the profile of the country's largest cities. These data include physical
characteristics, demography, households, economic, industrial, commercial and banking activity, public finances, services,
etc. Data from very diverse sources were put together, some of them unpublished and difficult to obtain. The 2010 figures
of population census and 2005 population accountant were considered. Chosen variables (more than 90 per city), were
those deemed as giving a most complete overall vision of the city and as being the most useful for carrying out economic ,
market , sociological , advertising , enterprise site selection and feasibility studies, etc.

In the present edition it is included the metropolitan area of Santo Domingo Tehuantepec — Salina Cruz — San Blas
Atempa, at Oaxaca, and excluded Ciudad Valles at San Luis Potosi, because its growth was lesser than expected.

To appraise the importance of the 80 cities or metropolitan areas included it will be enough to point out that 63% of the
country's total population lives there, where more than 90 % of the new car and truck sales were made.

Cities are presented in alphabetical order, according to state. In the resume some overall data for the 80 cities are
furnished. There are listed the main industrial plants, supermarkets, stores, higher education institutions and hotels, by
city.

Nombres de las ciudades y abreviaturas de los nombres de los estados.- Los nombres de las ciudades son los que
maneja el Instituto Nacional de Estadistica y Geografia. Las abreviaturas de los nombres de los estados se tomaron del
Decreto Presidencial del 18 de diciembre de 1942.

Zona metropolitana.- Por zona metropolitana se entiende, generalmente, a una ciudad que ya rebasoé los limites del
municipio en donde se encuentra, abarcando parcial o totalmente otros, con los que mantiene una relacion econémica y
social directa, constante e intensa. En algunos casos, se forman cuando ciudades situadas en muncipios contiguos, al
crecer, establecen contacto fisico, dando lugar a "conurbaciones". Asi mismo, existen ciudades de municipios vecinos
gue mantienen una intensa relacion econémica entre ellas sin que medie una continuidad urbanistica. Por definicion, las
zonas metropolitanas las integran municipios completos. Se consideraron basicamente la mayoria de las zonas
metropolitanas determinadas por el Consejo Nacional de Poblacion (CONAPOQO), el Instituto Nacional de Estadistica y
Geografia (INEGI) y la Secretaria de Desarrollo Social (SEDESOL), en el estudio "Delimitacion de las zonas
metropolitanas de México", del 2004. En total se presenta informacién de 50 zonas metropolitanas.

Proyecciones de poblacién y vivienda.- Las proyecciones de poblacién y de vivienda de cada una de las ciudades se
realizaron con base en el censo de poblacién del 2010 y el conteo de poblaciéon del 2005. La poblaciéon del municipio
incluye siempre la de la ciudad.

Parques industriales.- Se consideraron los que tienen lotes disponibles y mas de 20 hectareas de area total.

Numero de empresas.- El nimero de empresas o de negocios comerciales y de servicios se obtuvo mediante
investigacion directa. Corresponde a empresas que cuentan con servicio telefénico de Telmex, registrado a su nombre, lo
que implica que no estan incluidas todas las existentes en cada ciudad, pero si que estan las mas importantes.

Tiendas de autoservicio y comercios.- Las tiendas de autoservicio y los principales comercios por ciudad se obtuvieron
a partir de informacion de las cadenas y de investigacion directa. Corresponden principalmente a tiendas que en
promedio tienen un area superior a 1,000 m2 y son tres o mas tiendas a nivel nacional, en el caso de autoservicios, y de
mas de 300 m2, para los comercios. Aunque no estan todas las tiendas y comercios existentes con estas caracteristicas,
si estan la mayor parte de ellos.

Vehiculos en circulacién.- Corresponden a los vehiculos que pagan tenencia (menos de diez afios de antigliedad).
Cines.- La informacion fue proporcionada por la Camara Nacional de la Industria Cinematografica.

Alumnos inscritos en instituciones de educacion superior.- Se incluyen estudiantes a nivel licenciatura universitaria y
tecnoldgica y de técnico superior universitario; no incluye posgrado, ni normales. Sélo se incluyeron instituciones con 100
0 mas alumnos inscritos.

Clasificacion de hoteles.- Los hoteles se clasificaron por el numero de estrellas, correspondiendo una a la categoria

inferior y cinco a la superior y de acuerdo con otras clasificaciones. Esta informacion se obtuvo fundamentalmente del
Directorio de Grandes Hoteles y Cadenas, de esta misma editorial.
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NOTES

Names of the cities and abbreviations of state names.- City names were taken from "County Division of Federal Entities", Nacional
Institute of Statistics and Geography 1992. State abbreviations were taken from the Presidental Decree of December 18, 1942.

Metropolitan areas.- A city that overgrowth its county and includes others, with which it mantains a direct, continued and intense
relation, becomes a metropolitan area. By definition, they are formed by whole counties. Here are included the metropolitan areas
determined by the Nacional Council of Population (CONAPQ), Nation Institute of Statistics y Geography (INEGI), and the Ministry Social
Development (SEDESOL) in the study "Delimitation of the metropolitan areas of Mexico", from 2004. There are 50 metropolitan areas
included.

Population and households projections.- Population projections for each city were made based on the population census of 2010
the population accountant made during 2005. County’s population always include that one of the city.

Industrial parks.- Those with land available and more than 40 hectares (99 acres) were included.

Number of enterprises.- The number of commercial and service companies obtained through direct survey corresponds to companies
with telephones registered under their names with Telmex. This implies that not all the enterprises existing in each city are included, but
the most important ones are included.

Supermarkets and stores.- Supermarkets of each city were obtained from information given by the main chains, as well as through
direct survey. We include mainly supermarkets with an area greater than 1,000 m? (10,800 square feet) and have three or more
branches in the country. For stores they must have more than 300 m? (3,200 square feet). There are included most of the
supermarkets and stores, with these characteristics, but not all.

Vehicles in circulation.- The figures correspond to vehicles paying ownership tax (those that are less than 10 years old).

Movie theaters.- The information was furnished by the National Chamber of Cinematography.

Students registered in higher education institutions.- There are included institutions offering University and Technological Degree
and Senior Technical Degree, post-graduate levels and teacher's college are not included. Only institutions with 100 or more students

were considered.

Hotel classification.- Hotels were classified by star number, one for the lowest category and five for the highest. This classification was
mainly obtained from the Directory of Large Hotels and Universities, from this editor.
